Signs and Symptoms of Flu  

People who have the flu often feel some or all of these signs and symptoms. They usually start suddenly, not gradually:  

¶ Fever or feeling feverish/ chills  

¶ Cough  

¶ Sore throat  

¶ Runny or stuffy nose  

¶ Muscle or body aches  

¶ Headac hes 

¶ Fatigue (VERY tired)  

¶ Some people have vomiting and diarrhea, although this is more common in small children  

Complications of Flu  

¶ Bacterial pneumonia  

¶ Ear and sinus infections  

¶ Worsening of chronic medical conditions such as congestive heart failure, asthma, or diabetes  

How to Prevent the Spread of Flu  

¶ Take time to get a flu vaccine. It is not too late  

¶ Avoid close contact with sick people  

¶ Limit contact with others when you are sick  

¶ If you are sick with a flu -like illness the CDC recommends that you sta y home until you are fever -free for 24 hours 

without fever reducing medicine  

¶ Cover your mouth when you cough or sneeze  

¶ Wash your hands often with soap and water; if soap not available use an alcohol -based hand rub  

¶ Avoid touching your eyes, mouth or nose as  this is a common way of spreading germs  

¶ Clean and disinfect objects and surfaces that may be contaminated with germs  

¶ Consult with your doctor is you feel you have the flu. Your doctor may prescribe anti -viral drugs which can make 

your symptoms milder and shorten the time that you are sick
